Day of event: 

· Be prepared scouts: Water bottles are a MUST!  It is very hot and long, so being prepared is very important.

· Uniforms are a MUST.  

· Troop flags and or banners are encouraged.  

· Remind leaders that they should instruct their girls on respectful behavior toward the veterans and speakers.

· If there are younger girls, they may want to come for just part of the event.  They can either come for the first half and march to the cemetery.  Or, come for the second half and hear the band play on the town common and have ice pops at the end (a big hit last year).  It is great to have them exposed to the event.  But no need to stay for the whole thing.   Patches will also be handed out at the end of the event.
· Any girl scouts carrying the flag should be instructed by their leader on the proper etiquette for how to hold the American Flag.  It is best to have 3 older girls take turns holding the flag.  It can get heavy over long periods of time and cannot be placed on the ground.

· Volunteer scouts are needed, as described below*.  Send your girls' full name and troop number to Deb Webster.
· If there are scouts who have relatives that are currently in service to our country now, they will get preference for making the presentations.
